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ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

(KG-Grade 4)
English Language Acquisition

All TCIS students are at different stages of learning a new
language. Regardless of learning level, there are certain
proven strategies to help all students learn languages
including vocabulary development and sentence fluency.
Each class has a Word Wall where new words are
displayed as students build their vocabulary.

Once students have a vocabulary foundation, they can
begin to construct sentences. We use sentence frames

to help students learn to build grammatically correct
sentences. Once they have these two skills in place, we
introduce a variety of graphic organizers to help them
develop their thoughts before writing essays and research
reports.

As young as grade 1, students are choosing different
animals for their science projects. By grade 3, students are
using Google Docs to publish their papers. And, in grade 4
students begin to create websites and blogs to share their
work with the world.

Our elementary students enjoy basketball, soccer,
swimming and t-ball. We also offer intramurals with our
students. The students love getting fit and strong while
having fun together.
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MIDDLE SCHOOL

At TCIS, Grades 5-8 form a distinctive Middle School
(MS). The MS program offers a high quality curriculum,
top notch instruction and effective assessment of student
progress. Furthermore, each MS student is cared for as
anindividual as he or she grows and changes into a young
adult. Our MS program helps guide students through

the academic challenges and social development that are
unique to the adolescent years. We not only encourage
high academic achievement, but also concentrate on the
emotional and behavioral needs of each student in this
time of great physical and cognitive change.

MS teachers work as a team to identify the specific needs
of students and employ appropriate methods of support.
We have one team of teachers for Grade 5 and 6 and
another team for Grade 7 and 8. By collaborating as

part of ateam, teachers are able to identify and control

a number of situations that could be problematic for
5th-8th grade students. It is this type of support that
makes our MS a special place for students. MS students
know their teachers have a special interest in their success
and truly care.

Through a variety of activities, TCIS students develop
areal love for learning. Our MS has a full day of extra-
curricular activities planned into the schedule each week

including:

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HIGH SCHOOL

The focus for the high school is on rigor and relevance in all classes while emphasizing the value of relationships
between student and teacher in a trilingual learning environment.

The Advanced Placement Program® (AP) is a significant part of the rigor and is also instrumental in better preparing
students for successful university experiences. AP classes enable willing and academically prepared students to
pursue college-level studies while still in high school. The program consists of college-level courses developed by the
AP Program that high schools offer, and corresponding exams that are administered worldwide once a year. TCIS is
also authorized by the College Board to offer the AP Capstone Program.

TCIS has a National Honor Society (NHS) chapter. NHS is a premier organization established to recognize outstanding
high school students. More than just an honor roll, NHS serves to recognize those students who have demonstrated
excellence in the areas of scholarship, service, leadership, and character. These characteristics have been associated
with membership in the organization since its beginning in 1921.

Chinese. Traditional and simplified Chinese are taught
together. In middle school, students build on their
foundation and learn to type in Chinese as well as doing
projects and presentations in traditional Chinese. In high
school, students take Advanced Placement (AP) Chinese,
where TCIS students regularly get the best scores in
Thailand.
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THAI LANGUAGE AND CULTURE

Thailinguistic and cultural excellence is assured by our
licensed native Thai teachers in a department overseen
by a dedicated department head. Your children learn Thai
from early education through high school, instructed

in the Thai Ministry of Education (M.O.E.) curriculum

in classes that differentiate between Thai and non-Thai
speakers.

Academically, students begin learning Thaiin PK and
thereafter in differentiated classes, ranging from
beginning Thai to native-speaking articulation in
elementary and secondary levels. In high school Thai |,

I, 111, IV and Thai speaker level are all offered. The Thai
curriculum features listening, speaking, reading and
writing. To graduate, Thai native speakers are required to
take four years of Thai and non-Thai speakers need two
years.
